Discuss the importance of hope as Russell re-defines his life.

. Sparks starts each chapter with one of Russell’'s past memories. How did this writing

style contribute or distract to your understanding of the story?

. Discuss the relationship between Russ and Emily.

. How does the relationship between Marge and Liz compare with Russ’s

relationships?

. What is the significance of the title?

In your opinion, how does this novel compare to other works by Nicholas Sparks?
